OSD, Hemel Hempstead for CT and MRI scans. This contract ended in April 2023. The contract
was negotiated by the Trust as part of a wider contract, and the scan pricing is shown in the
spreadsheet. The volumes were based on the number of sessions available, and has varied
throughout the term of the contract. There was no contracted volume.

Diagnostic Healthcare for a staffed mobile CT scanner on the hospital site. Contract is £2500
per day ex VAT. This contract started in October 2021 and ended in June 2023.

InHealth CT scanner at Milton Keynes was used temporarily earlier in the year for 25 patients
per week maximum, but that contract has ended.

No specific performance metrics have been used in these contracts.

PET Scans are performed at Addenbrooke’s Hospital, Cambridge and at the Paul Strickland
Centre at Mount Vernon Hospital. These are set up as provider-to-providers NHS agreements.
